If you are listed on the front of this card, there may still be hope for you. Jesus Christ
came into this world to save sinners (1 Tim. 1:15). He shed his blood that you might be
forgiven of your sins (Heb. 9:22). He died, the just for the unjust, that he might bring you
near to God (1 Pet. 3:18). He died to reconcile you to God, of whom you are currently an
enemy because of your evil works (Col. 1:21-23). You must Repent or Perish (Luke
13:3,5)! You must “go and sin no more” (Jn 5:14, 8:11). You must have a Godly sorrow
over your sin, which produces repentance to Salvation (2 Cor. 7:10). The sacrifices of
God are a broken spirit, a broken and contrite heart, God will not despise (Psalm 51:17)
If you claim to be a Christian and yet “sin everyday”, you are not cleansed (1 Jn. 1:5-7),
YYou don’t know him (1Jn. 2:3-4), and you don’t love him (Jn. 14:15). The Grace of God
teaches us to say “NO” to worldliness (Titus 2:11-14). Seek the Lord before it's too late
for you! Forsake all of your sins and and cry out to Jesus. He will have mercy on you and
he will forgive you (Isa. 55:6-7). You must from then on abide in Jesus (Jn. 15:5-9) and
walk in the obedience that comes by Faith (Rom. 1:5) all the days of your life (Ps. 23).
